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A group of visionaries in West-Nalbari area 
took upon the task to establish a higher 
education institution keeping in mind the 
increased demand in education in Chamata 
and its surrounding areas. The 
establishment of this institute was greatly 
aided by the contributions of distinguished 
politicians and educators like Late Pramod 
Ch. Barman and Late Bishwa Goswami and 
Late Srikanta Dutta as well as social workers. 
This educational institution, named as 
Kamrup College, was founded on July 25, 
1966, with a great deal of assistance and 
support from the local community in 
Chamata and Belsor. The college initially 
held classes on the premises of Chamata 
Higher Secondary School in evening time. 
The college then relocated to its current 
campus in 1968. Beginning with 7 students, 
the college eventually was able to fetch 90 
students with the assistance of Nalbari 
College right after. The number of students 
grows gradually, and there are currently 
about 2000. At first, the college ran classes 
with Late Chandra Talukdar and three other 
professors but no principal. Later, Late 
Chandra Kanta Mahanta joined as principal 
after his retirement as Cotton College’s head

Degree 
classes were started from 1969 and 
recognised by UGC  in 1971. Additionally, 
the college received UGC grant-in-aid status 
in 1975.

At present the college is a provincialised 
college of the Government of Assam and 
recognized by University Grants Commission 
(UGC) and has 12(B) and 2(f) status. The 
college is affiliated to the Assam Higher 
Secondary Education Council (AHSEC) at the 
Higher Secondary level and to the Gauhati 
University at the undergraduate level. The 
college has been accredited by National 
Assessment and Accreditation Council 
(NAAC) two times; first in 2005, with B+ 
grade (institutional score 78%); second in 
2016, with "A" grade (CGPA 3.04) and third 
in 2024, with B+ grade (CGPA 2.69). While 
the college had only Arts Stream in earlier 
academic sessions, the Government of 
Assam granted Science Stream in the year 
2022, which has been running since. The 
The Open and Distance Learning (ODL) wing 
of the college serves as a recognized study 
center of Krishna Kanta Handique State 
Open University.

The 
Four Year Undergraduate Program (FYUGP)  will 
be according to the guidelines prepared by 
Gauhati University as per National Education 
Policy 2020. It is advised to check the portal at 
nep.gauhati.ac.in for the latest updates.
  

As per the NEP Guidelines of Gauhati University, 
one has  the choice to exit from the programme 
thrice – after one year, after two years, and after 
three years. If one exits the programme after one 
year, one gets a certificate. If one exits after two 
years, one gets a diploma. If one exits after three 
years, one gets a Bachelor’s Degree. And finally if 
one completes the whole 4-year, one gets a 
Bachelor’s Degree (Honours). This will be 
implemented as per the NEP Guidelines of Gauhati 
University.

Credit Structure
 

The FYUGP is divided into two parts — (i) Core 
Courses & (ii) Common Courses. The minimum 
credit allocation for a 3-year programme is 84 in 
Core Courses & 36 in Common Courses, which 
totals to 120 credits. With the fourth year, the 
minimum credit requirements becomes 160. 

A student can however earn up to a maximum 
of 132 credits in a 3-year programme and 176 
by the fourth year. The Core Courses determine 
the ultimate degree, diploma, or certificate a 
student will earn at the end of third (or fourth) 
year, second year, or first year, respectively.

The college adopts a comprehensive and well-
structured examination system that integrates 
both summative and continuous evaluation 
methods to ensure the holistic assessment of 
students. At the Higher Secondary level, students 
are evaluated through series of unit tests, district 
level half-yearly exams and 1st year annual exam 
conducted by inspector of schools, NDC, Nalbari

For degree-level students, 
assessment is carried out through mandatory 
sessional examinations in each semester, which 
form an essential component of internal 
evaluation alongside the end-semester 
university examinations. In addition to these 
formal assessments, the college emphasizes 
continuous evaluation through regular class 
tests, assignments, projects and student 
presentations, fostering active learning, critical 
thinking and overall academic development.

• Students must come to the college invariably 
in prescribed uniform. They must bring 
Identity Card and produce the same when 
asked for. This rule is considered as minimum 
in maintaining discipline of the college.

• All the students should read the Notice Board 
of the College and check the notification 
section of the college website regularly for 
updates and notifications.

• Students should be decent, courteous and 
polite at all times whether they are in the class 
or in the college premises.

• Students should maintain the beauty and 
cleanliness of the college and take utmost care 
to promote the same. 

• Scribbling on books, desks and walls is strictly 
prohibited and liable to fines.

• Spitting, writing and sticking anything on the 
college walls/rooms are strictly prohibited.

• Students should park their vehicles in the area 
allotted for the purpose.

• Students will not indulge in any anti-social 
activities or activities causing hindrance to 
the academic and administrative functioning 
of the college. Those found indulging in such 
activities will face disciplinary action to the 
extent of expulsion from the college.

• During the teaching hours all areas around 
the classrooms will be observed as Silent 
zones. The authority will deal with students 
who create any disturbance, as it deems 
right. Keep silence when the classes are on.

• Mobile phones are strictly prohibited during 
class and examination hours. Any violation is 
subject to severe disciplinary action. 

• No student shall intentionally or recklessly 
disrupt or impede or attempt to disrupt or 
impede the activities and functions of the 
college, or any part thereof.

• Irregular attendance, constant negligence of 
assignments will be severely dealt with. A 
minimum attendance of 75 % is essential for 
appearing in the council or university 
examinations. In case of absence due to 
unavoidable circumstances, prior permission 
from the appropriate authority has to be 
taken and endorsed the same handbook. In 
case of sickness, students will have to 
produce a Medical Certificate with 
application from guardian.

• Class-tests, Unit-tests, Assignments and 
Terminal/Sessional examinations are 
obligatory on all students. No one should 
absent herself for an examination/test. If a 
student is absent for a test or examination a 
re-test or re-examination will not be given 
except on medical grounds.

• No candidate shall make use of any unfair 
means in any examination.
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• Students are prohibited to go out of college 
premises during college hours without the 
permission of the principal. They are advised 
to utilize their leisure time in the college 
library/ common room/ canteen. They will 
not be allowed to loiter or sit in the veranda.

• Ragging in any form, inside or outside the 
campus, is strictly prohibited by law. Any 
student found indulging in ragging will be 
rusticated from the college.

• The college is a No smoking/ No Tobacco/ No 
Drugs/ No Alcohol Zone. Students found 
violating these rules will be dealt with as per 
rules of the college. 

• Students should not damage the property of 
the institution. Cost of any damage will be 
recovered from the students. 

• Disobedience and misbehaviour towards 
staff members or repeated breaking of 
college rules or behaviour objectionable to 
the good tone of the school, even outside the 
college premises will deserve severe 
punishment or even dismissal if warnings are 
ignored. 

• Students' participation and active co-
operation in all observation days and other 
co-curricular activities is must. Students must 
appreciate the institutional goals and 
objectives and contribute to their realization 
by participating in relevant institutional 
activities.

Disciplinary Procedure
 

Any complaint by any other member or 
employee of the college, that a student of the 
college has committed an offence against the 
disciplinary regulations is considered by the 
College's Grievance Redressal Cell, who 
decides whether a charge shall be brought. If 
the complaint is of a minor offence, the case 
may be dealt with by Grievance Redressal Cell, 
or otherwise it will be forwarded to the 
jurisdiction of the College Governing Body.
